WHAT IS NEWSWORTHY?
A newsworthy story is something that has an impact - the greater the impact, the more newsworthy it is. Examples of 
newsworthy items include: a new product, a business recognition award, a new business partnership, a grand opening 
event, involvement in a community service project, a relocating or expanding business. Examples of PR Frederick’s 
non-newsworthy press releases include: a 10% off sale and local exclusive events. If your press release is not distrib-
uted by PR Frederick, we may disseminate it through our department’s social media tools.
